Behaviour

We aim to achieve a respectful, secure and safe environment where everyone 
shows consideration, kindness and honesty towards each other. 

We use a range of rewards to reinforce the core values of the school and 
expected behaviours.  We acknowledge where children have shown and 
developed various aspects of our RESPECT code.

This can be in the form of:

• Verbal praise and feedback;

• Talk about positive behaviour and engagement with learning;

• Individual rewards e.g. stickers/postcards home;

• House points;

• Awarding certificates that promote the positive behaviour demonstrated.

We prioritise the explicit teaching of expected and unexpected behaviours and relate this back to our RESPECT code.

Behaviour

All actions/choices have consequences, both positive and negative.  

Consider choices and take responsibility for the consequences.

Reflect on the impact of unexpected behaviours.

In order to be able to challenge themselves and carry out tasks 
independently, children must be able to regulate their behaviour in the 
classroom. 



Zones of 
Regulation

We refer to the ‘Zones of Regulation’ to help pupils to think about their behaviour and how it impacts others.  



Maths  

To support us with teaching the maths curriculum, we are moving over to 
using Oak Academy. This still follows the same mastery approach and 
therefore the lesson structure will be familiar to the children. 

In addition, children in Year 1 to Year 5 will be taught the Mastering Number 
approach. 



Oracy

DfE: ‘The value of talk to children’s mastery of language is as important for 
writing as it is for reading. Pupils should be taught how to engage in 
dialogue that enhances learning. 

Oracy is the ability to articulate ideas, develop understanding and engage 
with others through spoken language. 

As we build a culture of oracy across the school, listen out for these specific 
terms from St Agatha’s Oracy Framework: physical; linguistic; cognitive; and 
social and emotional. 

Oracy is learning to talk and learning through talk. This is a school priority 
for this academic year to improve both spoken and written language.
